A.
Paper Size and Length
Submit in 210mm×297mm (Choose: A4 size. DO NOT CHOOSE U.S. LETTER SIZE PAPER.）The normal length of the paper should be kept to 4 to 8 pages. (See Table 1 for all font point sizes.). Please align the abstract and below to the left without figures and tables.

Margins

Top Margins 30mm, Bottom 25mm, Left & Right 15mm.
C.
Font

You must use Times New Roman and Greek must be used in Symbol font.
YOU MUST EMBED FONT FILES FOR ALL OTHER FONTS.

Style

A typical paper includes Introduction, Experiment, Results, Discussion and Conclusion.

E.
Figures (including Photos)
Figures should occupy a single column, if possible, and must be image inserted in place. The caption is under the figure.

All reference to the figure use “Fig.” followed by the figure number. Fig. is also used in the caption.

Tables should occupy a single column, if possible, and must be aligned in center. The caption is above the table.

Figures and Tables

Figure captions should be below the figures; table captions should be above the tables. Avoid placing figures and tables before their first mention in the text. Use the abbreviation “Fig. 1,” even at the beginning of a sentence.

Figure axis labels are often a source of confusion. Try to use words rather than symbols. As an example, write the quantity “Magnetization,” or “Magnetization, M,” not just “M.” Put units in parentheses. Do not label axes only with units. In the example, write “Magnetization (A/m)” or “Magnetization (Am-1),” not just “A/m.” Do not label axes with a ratio of quantities and units. For example, write “Temperature (K),” not “Temperature/K.”

Multipliers can be especially confusing. Write “Magnetization (kA/m)” or “Magnetization (103 A/m).” Do not write “Magnetization (A/m) x 1000” because the reader would not know whether the top axis label in Fig. 1 meant 15 000 A/m of 0.015 A/m.

Abbreviations and Acronyms

Define abbreviations and acronyms the first time they are used in the text, even after they have been defined in the abstract. Do not use abbreviations in the title unless they are unavoidable.

Helpful Hints

Maintain uniformity throughout paper. Produce for maximum legibility. Type should be clear and crisp.

(a)
When citing references, please sequentially number the references and indicate the reference numbers in a right parenthesis in superscript form as follows: 1-4), etc. for sequential reference numbers, and 1,5), etc. for non-sequential reference numbers.

(b)
All references should be inserted at the end of the body of a manuscript.

(c)
In case of multiple authors, although it is desirable to list the names of all authors, when the number of authors exceeds two, it is permissible to use “et al.” The names of those other than the author listed first can thus be omitted. The names of foreign journals can be expressed using abbreviations that comply with the international practices, SIST 05, ISO, etc.

(d)
The title of the Journal of JSPM should be written as “J. Jpn. Soc. Powder Powder Metallurgy,” and the abstracts of annual meetings should be written as “Abstracts of Spring/Autumn Meeting JSPM, publication year (Christian era year)”

(e)
References should be specified as in the following examples:

Journals – Author’s name(s): Title of journal, Volume number (Publication year), Starting page number - Ending page 　number.

Books – Author’s Name(s): Title of book, Edition statement, Publisher (Publication year), Pages.

Proceedings – Author’s name(s): Title of proceedings, Name of editor, Meeting venue, Meeting year, Name of organizer, Publisher (Publication year), Starting page number - Ending page number.
